Role of the WAG (Word of the Day/Ah Counter/Grammarian)
The WOD generally relates to the theme of the meeting. Display the WOD in the following areas: dry erase board, lectern, and blue paper holder for members to view. Keep track of the # of filler words (Ahs, ums, like, you know, so and) and WOD when the meeting is turned over to the Toastmaster for the meeting. Give a report towards the end of the meeting.
The Grammarian listens to the speaker’s grammar and language, noting grammatical mistakes as well as examples of good word usage and offers suggestions for improvement (Competent Leadership manual, pg 11). Give a brief (2 minute) report at end of the meeting.  
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
